2 Rhythm Section: Be prepared to demonstrate reading ability of different jazz styles

2 Pianists and guitarists: Show comping to changes.

72 Bassists: Play different grooves to changes.

72 Drummers: Play different styles.

Sound check, dress rehearsal: Sunday, March 7t at 5:30pm & performance at 6:30pm.
